Key Learning Goals

Using the Myartspace service and technology to create collections, which find out more about:

· Journeys

· People

· Art & Design

· WWII/D-Day

· Narratives & Chronology

And developing:

· Enquiry and analysis skills

Introduction

· Please ensure your pupils have been registered before the visit

· You will be welcomed by a member of staff from the D-Day Museum, who will show you and your pupils how to use the mobile handsets.

· We recommend that classes work in small groups of 5 or 6 pupils, each exploring a different area of the museum (please ensure there are enough supervising adults to be able to divide the group in this way).

· Pupils can use one handset each, or work in small groups.

· We recommend that the whole class reconvene for a short sharing sessions at least once during the visit. You could do this in the Dulverton Wing. Groups could then swap over and move into a different area of the museum, or go back and look at those areas in more depth or with a different set of questions.

· A Myartspace study area is available at the entrance to the Overlord Embroidery Gallery with computer, displays and other resources, to be used by small groups throughout the visit.

· We recommend the first group waits at least 30 minutes before visiting this study area to ensure some collections from your class have started to develop.

· Pupils must not take photographs of the Overlord Embroidery.

· Round off your visit with a plenary before leaving (and return phones).

Key Activities

Use each area or question as the basis for inspiring your pupils to collect exhibits. Their collections should start to offer some answers to these questions. Suggestion of some possible answers have been listed to help you in some cases, but there will be others. A discussion point is included for each topic which you can use to stimulate your pupils on site and add value to your visit.

JOURNEYS

What journeys have people made, and where?

How have they travelled?

Who made the different journeys?

How are these journeys displayed using the items on show?

Discussion: How would the journeys have made these people feel?

PEOPLE

What different types of people do you see in this museum? (Women at work, children and families, veterans, sailors, soldiers and airmen.)

Where were different people from? (Different countries or cultures, towns, cities, farms.)

What jobs did different people do? (Home front, services, volunteering, agriculture, industry, war photographer, nurse.)

How many types of uniforms are there?

How and where are portraits used in the museum to show these different people? 

Discussion: Imagine you were doing one of these jobs. How would it make you feel? What emotions? What about links to friends and family? Would you enjoy this work – why? 

ART & DESIGN

What motifs, shapes and images show smells, sights, sounds, textures and so on within photographs, posters and the embroidery? 

What different textures and materials have been used to create the embroidery? (Flat, raised, stitching, fabric, collage, mesh, felt, wool.)

Which images show the use of black & white,areas of flat colour,tone and shade, paint, photography, print, textiles, movement?

How is night time activity shown?

How did D-Day affect landscapes and seascapes?

Discussion: Imagine you are a war artist. What does your day include? What decisions do you have to make? Who do you talk to? How do you record events?

SECOND WORLD WAR/D-DAY

What experiences did children in this area have of the Second World War? 

How many countries were involved in D-Day? How were they involved? 

Collect a group of objects to tell the story of D-Day. What was D-Day designed to achieve?

What was life was like in wartime England?

What do you find most interesting about D-Day?

Collect objects that tell you things you didn’t already know about the Second World War.

What makes a hero? Make a collection of objects that illustrate what the term ‘hero’ means to you.

Remember that heroic actions can take place anywhere, not just on the battlefield e.g. women volunteering, an ARP Warden who saved someone’s life.

Discussion: Why was D-Day important? Why do we need to remember WWII? What was it like when the war ended?

NARRATIVES & CHRONOLOGY

Which objects tell the story of what happened before and after one section of the embroidery?

Which objects tell your favourite fact or real story from the museum?

Collect a series of items that you can create an imaginary story around.

What dates do stories in this museum relate to?

Discussion: World War II lasted 6 years – what’s happened in your life in the past 6 years?

COMMUNICATION

What types of communication can you find? (Symbols, motifs, radio, map, postcard, siren, diary, posters.)

Which objects were used for communicating in secret? (Radio transmitter, postcards, maps.)

Who used the different types of communication?

Which objects are still used for communicating today and how are they the same or different?

Discussion: Why did different people use different forms of communication?

Teacher’s Notes

Your visit to the D-Day Museum using the Myartspace service offers self-directed activity supported by flexible lesson plans. If you would like to arrange a pre-visit or have any questions, please contact the Education Officer (contact details below).

Teaching and learning strategies

· The emphasis for this session is for pupils to become historical ‘detectives’, based on what they pick out from the artefacts and also what they know from their own historical knowledge and understanding.

· Objects act as visual resources and discussion stimulus.

· Kinaesthetic learners will enjoy interacting with the mobile handsets, as well as the opportunity to respond to something by taking an image.

Differentiation
· Help screens can support pupils that need additional support.
· Alongside the information provided about each object collected, further information is available in museum displays. Pupils can extract from this and annotate their collection. Further research is also available at the Museum using the Myartspace study area (as mentioned below).
· Although pupils can only ‘collect’ objects that have been tagged as part of the service, they can take photographs, sound recordings and write annotations of any other object in the museum.

· Pupils can work in mixed ability groups.

Assessment opportunities

· There is the obvious assessment opportunity provided by production of a virtual collection. 

· The written website contributions, images and sound chosen by pupils will provide evidence of their learnings.

· If pupils can reach conclusions, with no adult assistance, then they are beginning to select and combine information from different sources to answer questions about the past.  They are also showing factual knowledge.

· The discussion points provided and the way that the pupils work together in their groups allows for informal assessment, in a verbal form.  

· There are also lots of opportunities to show whether pupils are able to make comparisons (understand change) with past events, people, places and conditions.
