Key Learning Goals

Using the Myartspace service and technology or other techniques to:

· Develop ability to identify, select and use source material

· Appreciate the value of objects as a historical source 

· Use ICT as a method of finding and processing information

· Further understanding about the Second World War and D-Day

· Edit information to produce a final piece of work

As a result of this work pupils should be able to:

· Give a clear description of a historical source

· Draw simple conclusions based on evidence

· Evaluate a range of appropriate sources

· Work collaboratively to explore an issue

· Create presentations and share information between themselves

· Empathise with people who lived through the Second World War 

Key Activities

COLLECTIONS AND DISPLAY

1. Using any group of objects and images, ask pupils to create their own ‘museum display’. Discuss what information they want to portray – whom they expect to see and use their display. This could be done using the Myartspace service – the storerooms they have already made as well as the information about the other objects in the Museum. Perhaps focus this on what was happening in Britain and another country in the 1930s

2. How does their storeroom match up to the collection they made before their visit? Did the Museum contain what they expected? Was there anything that surprised them? Ask them to work in groups to create a gallery that is a collection of all the objects they collected that surprised them, and to explain how and why each object did this.

WORKING WITH OBJECTS AND IMAGES

1. Split the class into small groups and ask each group to focus on one panel of the Overlord Embroidery. Using their storerooms and information about other objects from the Museum’s online storeroom, pupils should put together a collection of objects that show what happened next. They should be able to explain what each object shows and why it is relevant.

2. Investigate the work of war artists such as Kiyochika Kobayashi, Paul and John Nash, Muirhead Bone, Wyndham Lewis, LS Lowry, Linda Kitson, John Keane, Cristóvão Canhavato and the Arms into Art projects. How do they portray war and wartime experiences? Ask pupils to create a collection of objects that portray war. They should be able to explain what each object shows and why it is relevant.

REAL LIVES

1. Ask pupils to work in groups to recall the experiences of people during the Second World War. Ask each group to choose one experience to relate to the rest of the class that they think is heroic. Teachers should remind them that heroism can take place anywhere and at any time, it is not restricted to the battlefield. Once every group has done this, the class can discuss what makes a hero. Groups should work together using the Myartspace service to produce a gallery showing what heroism in WWII means to them.

2. Ask pupils to discuss with each other what experiences they found out about at the D-Day Museum. Did any of these experiences relate to people they have something in common with? What do they have in common? How do they think they would have reacted to life in the Second World War? Ask them to work in groups to produce a gallery, based on their storerooms and the information about other objects from museum’s online storeroom.

3. Working in teams, ask each team to focus on one group of people, such as children, soldiers, nurses, etc. Using their collections and the information about other objects in the online storeroom, ask the teams to research and prepare a gallery that shows the experience of that group of people.

THE SECOND WORLD WAR

1. Split the class into small groups and ask each group to choose three iconic objects from their collections to represent a year of the war. For example, group one chooses three objects relating to 1939, group two 1940 and so on. Groups should use the Myartspace service to carry out research, and put together a gallery of their three objects, explaining why they have chosen them and how they are iconic. By printing out each group’s gallery, the class can make a timeline of the Second World War for the classroom.

2. Continue with the idea of creating a memorial to the people of Portsmouth who lost their lives in the Second World War. Ask groups to refine their ideas, carry out more research and to create a memorial gallery using the Myartspace service. 

3. Focus on the different countries involved in the Second World War. Ask groups to share the information they gathered in their storerooms and search through the rest of the D-Day Museum objects on the system. Each group should produce one gallery that highlights the experience of at least three different countries involved in the Second World War.

D-DAY

1. Ask groups of students to research one of the following characters: Monty, Eisenhower, Rommel, Andrew Higgins, a U.S. GI, a French Resistance spy, Churchill, and a German soldier on the Atlantic Wall. Ask all groups to come up with questions that they want to know about D-Day. Two people from each group can then represent each character and with one pupil acting as a talk-show host. The pairs should explain the role of their character in the preparation of D-Day with questions allowed from the rest of the class. If time allows this can be repeated, by asking them about how they felt just after D-Day had happened.
2. Split the class into the small groups that they were in on the day of their visit. Using the Myartspace service, ask each group to research and put together one gallery that summarises what they have learned about D-Day from the collections that they made at the D-Day Museum. Each group should have a chance to report back to the class on their findings. As a whole class, select the key pieces of information from all the presentations and present this on a banner that can be displayed in the classroom. Information can be printed out from their online galleries.

3. Continue with the idea of being a journalist. Ask each group to choose one panel of the Overlord Embroidery for their gallery and encourage them to tell the story of this panel, using objects from their collections or other objects from the D-Day Museum’s storeroom. Their gallery can be the front page of their newspaper.

MYARTSPACE GALLERY

1. Ask pupils to log in and look at the storerooms they created on their visit to the Museum. Do they think they help with your topic? What questions did they focus on? Which was the most collected object? Can they find out why?

2. Pupils can create their own online galleries – individually or in groups, based on the information in their storeroom and the information in the D-Day museum’s storeroom. They should edit their collections by deciding which objects best answer your set questions, and eliminating others. They can add to it using any pictures, scanned images or web-links they feel are relevant. They can write new text, edit existing text and create a final gallery to be published.

3. Discuss your visit with the class. Had any of the pupils been to the Museum before? Was it what they expected? If not, what was different? How did they feel when they went inside? What did they see there? What else do they remember about it? How do they feel about Museums as sources of historical information?

Teacher’s Notes
Activities are optional and have been designed to complement your visit to D-Day museum.

Ideas are provided to help you make the most of Myartsapce as a space to review, revise and share pupils’ collections in their online gallery. Galleries can be developed by adding more content from the outside world to the items already made available by D-Day museum, and by experimenting with selection, arrangement and design.

Teaching and learning strategies

· Objects and/or visual images act as a stimulus for discussion and historical exploration.

· Discussion as a way of exploring ideas/concepts (in role).

· Pupils can conduct independent and/or guided research to support their historical understanding.

· Research can be carried out in a number of ways, by talking to people, further reading, collection of images, etc.

· Kinaesthetic – computer work/pupils moving around classroom reading other pupils work.

Differentiation
· Pupils working at lower levels may wish to record their ideas using key words or related images.

· Learners working at higher levels and/or with greater historical understanding may wish to write extensive notes alongside their collection.

· Pupils can work in mixed ability groups.

· Prompt questions may be verbalised and/or presented in writing for pupils to consider.

Assessment opportunities

· By outcome – discussion and exploration, ideas generated by pupils.

· Written responses/reports by pupils – demonstrating what they have learned from their research and/or what they have learned about the subject from objects and images.

· The discussion points provided and the way that the pupils work together in their groups allows for informal assessment, in a verbal form.  

· Production of a completed gallery ready for publication (formative and summative if part of this work included as homework).
