Introduction

· Use the Myartspace service to help explore The Study Gallery’s collections and exhibitions

· Collect and research artworks responding to different themes

· Discuss and begin to evaluate collections 

· Begin to develop interpretative and critical skills

Key Activities

If you would like to use Myartspace as one of the activities your group takes part in during a 4hr gallery workshop:

· Myartspace can be used as one of the activities as part of a day-long gallery workshop and the whole day will be led by one of our education team. 

· Our education programme is tailor made for each of our exhibitions so workshops and activities change throughout the year. It’s best to arrange to meet up with the Education Coordinator prior to your visit to discuss timings and activities etc.

If you are using Myartspace as part of a self directed visit:

· You will be welcomed by a member of staff from The Study Gallery, who will show you how to use the mobile handsets.

· We recommend that pupils work in pairs or small groups exploring the gallery – please ensure that you have one adult per 4/5 pupils.

· The Study Gallery has 20 handsets available for the Myartspace service, if you have a small group pupils may want to use one handset each.

· Plan regular sharing sessions with your group, to review ideas and encourage whole group discussion.

· Two dedicated Myartspace computers are available for small groups to use together with a member of staff from The Study Gallery. Here, pupils can look at other people’s collections and review their class’s choices too. A member of The Study Gallery staff can show the group how to retrieve and publish their collections if required. 

· A self-guided visit will take between one and half and two hours.

Making Collections at The Study Gallery

Your group could make several different collections based on different criteria; here are some suggestions for collecting criteria. Do encourage your group to come up with their own criteria as well. There are two circles for you to record other collection ideas suggested:
