· How to gather, store, sort and arrange information using ICT

· Use Myartspace research to inform, inspire and develop students own creative practise in art and other subject areas

· Understand more about how the exhibitions are put together

· Explore the work of artists and discover the contexts, inspirations and processes behind their work

KEY ACTIVITIES

1. Sharing ideas

Set aside some time for students to view their own class collections

· Can they see any links between the works chosen?

· Was one particular artwork more popular than others with the class?

· Initiate a discussion about the works selected. Why did some people choose a particular artwork?

2. Connections, Context & Interpretations

Exhibitions are selected and hung by a curator. Curators often work with artists to edit and sequence artwork. Artworks in an exhibition are often connected by themes e.g. work by artists from St Ives, artists who use video, artists who make prints etc.

Ask students to work in small groups curating an exhibition of 10 images from the initial class collection. 

· How will you decide which 10 images to use

· How can you connect the work (e.g. opposites, themes, media, colour, size, artist etc)?

Review the groups’ exhibitions 

· Have some of the same artworks been used by different groups for different reasons?
3. Context

Art is never made in isolation; it’s often used as a way to express ideas about the society we live in or to record important events. Art influences fashion, design, science, architecture, music and other art. 

Compare the dates on your choice of objects and images and put them in chronological order. Use the Internet and the school library to research the important events that took place in the years these were made.

· What music was popular at the time?

· What fashions were people wearing?

· What did cars and buildings look like?

· Were there any new inventions during that year?

· Which other artists were making art at that time?

· Which major world events took place in that year?

Create links to websites that you’ve used for your research to your Myartspace gallery.

4. Storytelling and narrative

Select and edit a range of artworks from a collection. Edit your selection down to about eight to form a visual narrative, a bit like frames of a film or animation. Create a story/narrative using these images – this story could be expressed through writing, poetry, storytelling or drama. It might be a mystery, a thriller, a story of a journey or voyage, a biography or a horror story. 

Reconsider your collection. Maybe you could edit them again or add a few new ones, or just change the sequence of them to tell a new story. This will help you to ‘read’ a picture in more than one way and to notice new things about them.

5. Symbols, Codes and Metaphors

Select and edit a range of artwork from the class collection that seems to contain a message or a hidden meaning in a visual code. Sometimes it’s the title that doesn’t seem to match the object, giving a clue that makes you look at the artwork in a new or different way.

Include a collection of your own objects/images that are about symbols and codes in your everyday life – but don’t include road signs! What about things that relate to your beliefs, clubs you belong to, logos etc?

Some objects illustrate the codes that we use to express our own identity through styles of clothing, jewellery and other types of decoration. How do you express yourself in this way? Create a piece of work that incorporates all the ways you do, or would like to say who you are.

Add your artwork to your Myartspace collection. 

6. Colour and Mood

Edit your collection to make a series of small collections that rely on colour or form to create distinct moods.

Either compose a short musical piece that describes marks, colours, patterns from the artwork using rhythms, sounds or samples, or present your selection as a slide show and select a piece of music to accompany them that will enhance the mood of the works you have chosen.

Select one artwork from your collection and create a mind map that explores mood, memory and links.

For example:
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Use some of the ideas from your mind map to compose a Haiku poem. 

Experiment with combining this text with the image that inspired it, using a photo editing software package to do this. You could record your Haiku and add audio too.
7. Product and packaging design

Artists’ works are often used for products e.g. bags, plates and t-shirts. You have probably seen examples of this in shops.

Edit/abstract elements of a selection of artwork and use these as the starting point for a:

· T shirt design

· Hat or shoes

· CD cover for your favourite band

· Computer screensaver

· Mobile phone cover

Design packaging for this product and think about the following:

· Who is the product for?

· Is there a particular image/lifestyle that you’re trying to connect to your product?

· How will you show the product in its packaging? Will potential buyers be able to see it inside the packaging?

· Does your product need a name and a logo?

· What information will you need on the packaging?

· Where can you imagine this product being sold?
