Arrival and welcome to Urbis.

10.15 am

Introduction to Myartspace activity, objectives, equipment and map.




Pupils placed into groups of 6-8:1 adult/teacher.

10.45 am

Research and collect images around the Northern Quarter
In small groups, pupils use their map to find the various examples of public art located around the Northern Quarter of Manchester’s City centre.  With the object/item in view, the pupil opts to receive further information about it by entering the item’s code number, then decide to either save or reject the image.  The amount of images the pupils can save is unlimited and all saved images will automatically be sent to their personal web space. Alternatively you can set a limit for pupils on the number of items they can collect, if you want to start their approach to selective decision making at this stage.

12.15pm

Collection Evaluation and Activity Development




Gather back in the Learning Suite at Urbis.

All equipment retrieved and checked.

In a whole class discussion the activity is evaluated; what did the pupils think of the activity; what did they choose to collect and why; what did they find interesting? 

The Learning Coordinator then instructs the class on how to retrieve and publish their chosen images.  

Further discussion will present the pupils with ideas of how to manipulate and/or theme the images for their desired end result.
